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Congressman Eliot Engel 
Obtains Millions in Federal
Funds for Rockland

Since 2007, Congressman Engel has obtained over $144.6 million in
Federal funds and grants, and Economic Recovery Zone bonds to
help the County’s economy. The Federal funds included:

MAKING ROCKLAND COMMUNITIES SAFER
Congressman Engel secured $1,529,364 for the Piermont, Nyack,

Tappan and Village of Spring Valley fire departments, the Rockland
EMS, and to promote volunteerism in Rockland emergency services.

Over $1 million will improve local police protection, including funds
to combat drugs, gangs and violence against women.

$6.28 MILLION IN FEDERAL HOUSING GRANTS 
Rockland County received Federal housing grants totaling

$6,281,983 to assist in rehabilitating and creating more affordable
housing for County residents, and to help towns and villages expand
their community revitalization efforts. Millions more in housing grants
will be received later this year.

ROCKLAND INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS 
Rockland received over $51 million to control flooding, improve

sewers, and for bridge and road
improvements.

$15.186 million will be used to
replace the Palisades Parkway
Bridge over Route 202. Millions
more will go for rehabilitation
work on bridges and pavement
resurfacing throughout 
Rockland, including $1 million
for Clarkstown.

Sewer District 1, covering Ramapo, Clarkstown, and parts of 
Orangetown, received a $35.2 million Federal Environment Protection
Agency grant. 

Congressman Engel obtained $500,000 to assist in replacing 
failing septic systems and aging treatment plants threatening to 
pollute water supplies in Rockland. 

$767,000 was obtained for Southern New York Flood Control 
projects to reduce the risks in part of Clarkstown and in Suffern. 
An additional $191,000 was obtained for flood control in Ramapo.

$3.52 MILLION TO IMPROVE HEALTH CARE 
The Refuah Health Center and Community Medical and Dental

Care received Federal funds to enable them to provide quality health
services – regardless of insurance and income levels. 

$10.94 MILLION FOR HEAD START
Rockland County Head Start received Federal grants totaling

$10,944,756 to improve and expand its programs serving pre-school
children. Head Start of Rockland provides services at centers in
Nyack, Spring Valley and Haverstraw. 

OTHER FEDERAL FUNDS
The Pearl River Chamber of Commerce received funds to improve

sidewalks, planting of trees, and other improvements. Rockland 
Community College will have new state-of-the-art science labs. Funds
were obtained for the Rockland Economic Development Corporation.
And $1.6 Million was secured for Clarkstown, Orangetown and 
Rockland for reducing energy use.

Helping Piermont
Congressman Eliot Engel knows the

When a broken drainage pipe caused a 
sinkhole and the Village had to move the pipe,
the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) agreed to reimburse the Village almost
$88,000 for its share. 

Then FEMA reneged and only paid $56,000.
After Congressman Engel intervened, FEMA
paid Piermont an additional $31,000.

$261,029 for South Orangetown’s foreign language
programs.
